Creating new animal pages
*creating new animal pages requires you to change the corresponding thumbnail page
To create a new main page, simply open one of the templates:


broodcow_template.html


bull_template.html


heifer_template.html

Rename the file the name of the new animal by choosing “Save As” under the FILE menu on the main taskbar.


Example:



NLC Blackspot Tradition might be called



Blackspot.html

You will need two images for the page as follows


**for simplicity, subsequent photos should be named like this:



blackspot.jpg



blackspot_thumbnail.jpg


this makes updating references, checking for errors, and keeping all of the files 
straight much easier.

If you do not have a photo for the animal you can use the references:



large photo – pedigreephoto.jpg



thumbnail – demophoto.jpg
Now you will need to update the corresponding thumbnail page – if it is a bull you will open and update the bulls.html page, if it is a heifer, the heifers.html page, and so on...

On the thumbnail page you will see a series of tables, they will be designated like this:

<!--this is a thumbnail table, you edit this by adding or deleting rows of references-->

You will simply add in references by copying a previously line for a different animal, or remove an animal by adding a “blank” line in place of the old.

A thumbnail reference row looks somewhat like this:

-Where each line represents one animal in the table of thumbnails.  You can add onto the bottom of the table (which will be designated with a note as well).

If you want a blank column you will simply plug in <td>&nbsp;</td> in place of a file and image reference.
Updating animal pages
To update an animal’s page simply open the html file by their name (for example “thor.html” read through the html code until you find the information you would like to change.


Example: You might want to change a horn measurement from 6 months ago, simply find in the description and edit the number.  

Make sure you always “Save” either by pressing CTRL S or FILE – SAVE.
Adding a description
To add a description simply open the file by the name of the animal you want to add the description to, and scroll down until you see the following code:

Make sure to save after you have made the changes.
Marking an animal SOLD/FOR SALE

To mark an animal SOLD or FOR SALE you will have to update two pages – the thumbnail page and the animal’s individual page.

Thumbnail page

On the thumbnail page scroll down to the thumbnail table and find the animal in the table. 

After the animals name text (not html page or image) you will put one of the following tags:

<br><font color="#F2C939">SOLD</font>
or

Marking an animal SOLD/FOR SALE (continued)

Main animal page
On the Main animal page (animalname.html) scroll down to the animal demographic area:

Under the “Dam:” information 

replace </center>

with either:

<b><h2><font color="#FF0000">FOR SALE</font></center></h2>
<center>$1800</center>

or:

<b><h2><font color="#F2C939">SOLD</font></center></h2>
<center>$1800</center>

make sure to change the price.
Save all changes.

Upload or Download files to the FTP site
the ftp site is:

ftp://sunsetranchlonghorns.com

when you enter this into Internet Explorer address bar it will ask you for your password and username:

username:
dschaab1

password:
mikESCH2006

The password is case-sensitive.

You will then be able to “drag and drop” whatever files you have edited.  Simply open your “Sunset Ranch” folder with your updated files and drag them into the FTP window.  

**Note: Copy over html files first, clicking “yes” to replace old the files, and copy over image files to the folder titled “images” in the FTP window – you can either “drag and drop” them into the folder once it is highlighted, or you can open the images folder and then proceed.  If this step is not done correctly the server will not be able to find the references on your pages to your images.

Send emails with banner & link to site.

With Internet Explorer open to the email you are composing; select FILE – New Window on the main task bar in Internet Explorer.

enter sunsetranchlonghorns.com/images/emailbanner.jpg into the address bar of the new window.
right click the image and select “copy” – then right click at the bottom of you email (beneath your signature) and select “paste”.

once the image has been pasted into the email, highlight it and select the “Add link” feature your email.  Next type “sunsetranchlonghorns.com” into the box and select okay.

Now your email recipients will be able to click the email banner and link to your site directly from your email.

Modify the date stamp

Each time you make changes to your site make sure you let viewers know that you are keeping your information current.

Open the Coffeecup HTML editor.

Next go to FILE – Open

Select the sunset folder

Press CTRL A to “Select All” the files.

Holding down CTRL click the “Images” folder to deselect it.

Click Open/Press ENTER

Now all of the HTML pages of your site will open.

Next go to EDIT (on the task bar)

Then go to “REPLACE”

In the top box enter “11.03.2006” or the last date the pages are marked with.

In the bottom box enter the current date “12.10.2006” or whatever today’s date is.  

Check the circle next to “Search all open documents”

Then select “REPLACE ALL”

Select okay.

Make sure to “SAVE ALL” under FILE on the main task bar.
